(a) Greek and Latin are taught in four pathways (e). Candidates taking Classical language 

modules (f) shall follow pathway A or B or C or D, depending on their level at entry (to 
be determined by the Degree Programme Director, in consultation with the candidate 
if necessary):

B. Beginners’ level at Stage 1 
C. Beginners’ level at Stage 2 (not available to Q800) 
D. Beginners’ level at Stage 3 (not available to Q800) 
 
(b) All candidates except those in Q800 may terminate any of these pathways at any point. 
 
(c) Suitable variations to any of these pathways may be permitted at the discretion of the 
Degree Programme Director. 
 
(d) An exemption from the University’s Qualifications and Credit Framework has been granted 
to allow the study of Beginners’ and Intermediate Latin and Greek at any stage; in the cases of Stages 
2 and 3, the particular pathway selected is subject to the discretion of the Degree Programme director.
