Candidates will be assessed for degree classification on the basis of all the modules taken at Stages 2
and 3 with the weighting of the stages being 1:2 for Stage 2 and Stage 3 respectively.

All candidates are required, as an integral part of the degree programme, to carry out such supervised
fieldwork as may be arranged, and to attend supervised field-based modules in Britain or abroad which
may be held during the vacations. Some of these field-based modules form a compulsory component
of the FH82 curriculum.

Travel and study abroad will be guided by institutional policy and governmental guidance at the time.

6. Degree Title

Upon successful completion of the degree, the degree title awarded will be Degree of Bachelor of
Science with Honours in Physical Geography (FH82). Candidates who choose to take part in the
Placement Year/Year Abroad shall be transferred onto the four-year version of the programme and
graduate with either a Bachelor of Science in Physical Geography (with Placement Year)

1699U or Bachelor of Science with Honours in Physical Geography (with Year Abroad) 1818U.
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
