On completion of Stage 2 and before entering Stage 3, candidates may as part of their studies for the degree
spend a year at an international partner institution. Students must undertake all pre-departure requirements
prior to study abroad. Students will be able to select from a range of modules offered by their host
university, in doing so they must agree on an overall selection of modules with the Degree Programme
Director and take the approximate equivalent of 120 credits (60 ECTS). Students who are required to re-sit
their Stage 2 assessment must delay the start of their international study year until they have done so.
