module. A final stage module cannot be deemed to be core. 

(vi) All modules are delivered in Linear mode unless stated otherwise as Block, eLearning or 
Distance Learning. 

(vii) Candidates are required to participate in approved excavations, fieldwork or other 
practical work of at least two weeks' duration at the end of Stage 1 and at least two 
weeks' duration at the end of Stage 2, either in each of the two long vacations during 
the degree programme, or at other times specified by the Degree Programme Director. 
Students needing to postpone their Stage 1 or Stage 2 fieldwork must have the written 
approval of the fieldwork co-ordinator. 

(viii) You may not take more than 70 credits in any one semester (thus, your credit balance over 
two semesters must be 60/60 or 70/50) 

(ix) At least 40 credits of Archaeology modules (ARA) and 40 credits of History modules (HIS) 
must be taken each year. 

(x) *Programme coded 1852U is a non-accredited Honours degree title and is awarded 
where a candidate only meets the requirements of the University’s Taught Programme 
Regulations and Examination Conventions.
