(iv) A compulsory module is a module which a student is required to study.

(v) A core module is a module which a student must pass, and in which a fail mark may neither
be carried nor compensated; such modules are designated by the board of studies as
essential for progression to a further stage of the programme or for study in a further
module.

(vi) All modules are delivered in Linear mode unless stated otherwise as Block, eLearning or
distance learning.

(vii) With the approval of the Degree Programme Director, and in exceptional circumstances, an
alternative combination of modules that fall out with these regulations may be selected.

1. Stage 1

semester. In particular circumstances they may, however, study 50 credits in one semester
and 70 credits in the other.

Candidates who choose to take part in the Placement Year shall be transferred onto the four year
version of the programme. They will be on degree programme code 1693U and will graduate with a
BA (Hons) in Linguistics (with Placement Year).
