3. Year 3 (Placement Year)

On completion of Stage 2 and before entering Stage 3, candidates may as part of their studies for the
degree spend a year in a placement with an approved organisation. Permission to undertake a
placement is subject to the approval of the Degree Programme Director. Students who are required
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to re-sit their Stage 2 assessment must delay the start of their placement until they have done so.
Students who fail Stage 2 may not complete the placement year.

4. Year 3 (International Study year)

On completion of Stage 2 and before entering Stage 3, candidates may as part of their studies for the
degree spend a year at an international partner institution. Students must undertake all pre-departure
requirements prior to study abroad. Students will be able to select from a range of modules offered
by their host university, in doing so they must agree on an overall selection of modules with the Degree
Programme Director and take the approximate equivalent of 120 credits (60 ECTS). Students who are
required to re-sit their Stage 2 assessment must delay the start of their international study year until
they have done so. Students must pass their Stage 2 modules before they can begin their international
study abroad year.

With the approval of the Degree Programme Director students may choose alternative
optional modules (up to 20 credits) from stages 2 or 3. This will require a clear rationale and
the selection of a stage 2 module is expected to be exceptional rather than the norm. Students
must accumulate a minimum of 90 taught credits at FHEQ Level 6 to qualify for the award of
Bachelor of Arts with Honours.

*S0OC3085 (Exchange module) allows students to study in semester 1 of Stage 3 in a European
University where they will take modules that count towards their final degree and begin work
on their dissertation. Students wishing to take this module must indicate their interest in Stage
2.

Students who have completed SOC2027 in Stage 2 of their degree will not be able to select

SOC3027 in Stage 3. Students who have completed SOC2181 in Stage 2 of their degree will
not be able to select SOC3081 in Stage 3.

Degree classification

Candidates will be assessed for degree classification on the basis of all the modules taken at Stages 2
and 3 with the weighting of the stages being 1:2 for Stage 2 and Stage 3 respectively.
