6. Assessment methods

7. Degree classification 
 
(a)  The marks from Stages 2 and 4 will contribute to the final classification of the degree.  
 
(b)  Stage 2 and Stage 4 will be weighted in the ratio 1:2 in the final degree calculation. 
 
(c) If the mark gained in SML3006/3007/3008 at Stage 3 is equal to or greater than the average 

mark from modules taken at Stage 2 within the School of English Literature, Language and 
Linguistics, then the mark from the former will be substituted for the marks gained in the 
lowest 20 credits of modules taken with the School of English at Stage 2 when calculating the 
degree average and overall profile of marks.
