Students may choose to take one or more Classical Language modules as set out in their
regulations. Depending on their level of previous study students will either start at Beginners
or Intermediate level. Students must take the Semester 1 Part 1 module before proceeding to
the Semester 2 Part 2 module. Pre-requisite modules are set out in the Module Outline forms
and indicated below.

An exemption from the University’s Qualifications and Credit Framework has been granted to allow

the study of Beginners’ and Intermediate Latin and Greek at any stage. In the cases of Stages 2 and 3,
the particular pathway selected is subject to the discretion of the Degree Programme Director.
